
Hodges named 
UPl's top coach

NEW YORK ( UPI i Bill Hodges who 
look over as coach at Indiana State just six 
weeks before the Sycamores' first game 
and guided them to the top of the national 
rankings. Friday was named Friday 
United Press International’s 1978-79 Coach 
of the Year

In a nationwide polling of 214 sports 
writers and broadcasters. Hodges 
received 60 votes Digger Phelps of Notre 
Dame was second with 49 and Lute Olson 
of Iowa was third with 15 

Hodges helped send Indiana State from 
relative obscurity at the start of year to the 
focus of national attention*

.Backed by two-tune All-America Larry 
Bird, the unbeaten Sycamores rolled to a 
Missouri Valley Conference title, ran off a 
string of 31 straight victories and earned a 
berth in the NCAA tournament 

A 36-year-old native of Lebanon. Ind , 
Hodges served as an assistant at Indiana 
State for three seasons Before the start of 
ifiis season. Coach Bob King suffered a 
heart attack, leaving Indiana State s 
basketball program in disarray 

On Oct 11, 1978, Hodges was named 
head coach and since then it has been a 
seh$on of unparalleled success 

The Sycamores were the surprise of the 
year Overshadowing the likes of state

rivals Indiana and Purdue, the Sycamores 
transformed Terre Haute, Ind , into one of 
the nation's basketball capitals But 
Hodges is not blinded by his good fortune 

It s an honor," he said of the Coach of 
the. Year award "But it's something I 
have to share with a man named Bob King 

He was responsibile for this season as I 
was The guys started this season playing 
for Bob They didn 't talk about it much, but 
it was there It was a sentimental thing 
They felt close to him and dedicated their 
season’ to him before it even started 
Nothing was ever said There was never 
any pep talk given It was a silent thing " 

In many ways, Hodges is the most 
mystified one of all in explainmg the 
magnitude of Indiana State’s success ’

"I didn t expect this kind of year to start 
out with ’ he said “ I thought we’d have a 
good year and have a shot at winning the 
conference — because the players did We 
were picked to finish fourth in the Valley 
by the coaches and third by the writers

On paper, that was a sound analysis 
Hut our guys felt we could challenge for 
i he title and that was our goal You don’t 
set goals like unbeaten seasons It’s a 
tribute to our players They played their 
hearts out

Forward Chris Jones, who led Ankeny 
scoring with 24 points, connected for 14 in 
ttwopening quarter to boost the Hawks to 
a 19-16 lead

Ireland said he expects a close game 
between Dowling and Central LaBonia 
said he was “thrilled” to be coaching in the 
championship game LaBonia was a 
student at Dowling when the Maroons won 
their last title in 1957 

Forward Kevin Oligers 15 points in the 
final period assured Davenport Central 65- 
58 win over Carroll Kuemper to advance to 
the championship game 

Central led4l-30at the start of the fourth 
quarter but Kuemper kept challenging and 
Dave Diers dropped in a basket and-made 
it 50-42 with 3 50 left However Oliger 
connected on 10 of 13 foul shots in the final 
four minutes to kfeep Central safely ahead 
"Free throws probably won the game for 
us," said Central Coach Don Grensing 
"We were able to practice free throws at 
Urbandale between gymn class th is 
morning

Central took advantage of free throws 
making 27 of 39 during the game, com 
pared to 4 of 6 for Kuemper Central also 
made more turnovers, losing the ball 18 
times to Kuemper's four

‘We did not play with the intensity or 
poise we needed to win the ball game, 
said Wayne Chandlee, the Kuemper coach 

Central, which is making its 21st ap
pearance in a state tournament will battle 
for its 10th championship in the game 
Saturday Grensing coached the 1970 Blue 
Devil Squad that won Central’s last title 

‘ It s nice to be going for the cham 
ptonship ’’ Grensing said

Oklahoma State's new football staff, rounded up by former 
Iowa State aide Jimmy Johnson, will hustle approximately 
130 players through off-season drjlls with a busy timetable 
determined to evaluate all personnel, install a pass-oriented 
multiple offense and a basic 5-2 defense 

Walkons and squadmen will make up the majority of the 
spring roster but there are 10 lettermen, many of whom give 
Johnson and his staff some entertaining thoughts for the 1979 
season

Sure we re going to do a lot of experimenting and I’m 
sure these procedures will result in a lot of changes, ' 
Johnson admits, "But, whatspecific changes wiii come from 
all of this, I can't say at the moment

Some of the paper-changes have been significant but 
here’s how the Cowboys look on paper in certain areas, 
starting with the offense

Quarterbacks—Last year's leaders Scott Burk and Randy 
Stephenson, are gone but nfle-armed Harold Bailey is back 
for his senior year after kicking around as a wide receiver 
and defensive back last year Transfer Houston Nutt (from 
Arkansas) has an excellent passing touch and squadman 
John Doemeer will contend Nothing is settled but if all isn't 
determined by the end of spring practice don't be surprised if 
freshman aerial artist Kerry Sachetta is pushed along faster 
than usual next fall

Running Backs—Even Johnson admits if the Cowboys 
were stockpiled in every position as they are at running back 
things would be roeey Worley Taylor, Terry Suellentrop and 
Ed Smith were three of State's top four runners in 1978 Vince 
Orange. Steve Hammond and Valda Headspeath each let
tered and at one time, or another, started in '78 Johnson 
admits "We definitely have some ability here " The 
problem is to determine which of these will occupy the four 
spots in the offensive backfteld Whoever takes charge will 
win Headspeth couVd be one of the early experiments (as a 
receiver) as he cam e to OSU as a highly recruited split end 

On defense, this is how it goes Down Linemen— 
Lettermen Billy Wells and Curtis Boone could be outstanding 
while lettermen Roger Taylor and Jerry  Winchester are 
questionable but do provide the Cowboys with the “front 
four” returning intact

Linebackers—Defensive strength appears to be con 
centrated here All-America John Corker is healed from 
corrective knee surgery and ready to resume the antics that 
made him the league’s “defensive player of the year" in 
1978. Corker's 1978 backup Ricky Young is regarded as "a 
super athlete” and should team with Corker at linebacker 

Defensive Secondary—Five lettermen return but only one 
regular. Greggory Johnson, and he's a honey Johnson is one 
of the Big Eight's most talented athletes but after this the 
defensive umbrella has to be rebuilt Pete DiClemend, Chris 
Dixon, John Odom and Ivan Doakes played enough to letter * 
and squadman Randy Chrisman has the characteristics 
Johnson likes Several new recruits will get a chance in the 
autumn but maybe squadman Jerry Lewis will help relieve 
the pressure
